and → adds information  

but → shows difference  

or → gives choices

I like apples and bananas.  

She is tired but happy.

always =   دائمًا 

usually =   ًعادة 

often =   ًغالبا 

sometimes =   أحيانًا 

never =   أبدًا 

Rule 

➢ We put the adverb before the main verb.  

She always eats breakfast.  

➢ With the verb to be, we put it after am/is/are.  

He is always happy.
