Writing Activity: My Favorite Possession

Writing Plan:

1. Introduction to Your Possession:

o Start with a sentence that introduces your favorite possession (e.g., "My
favorite possession is my teddy bear.").

2. Description of the Possession:
o Describe what it looks like (color, size, material).
o Explain where you keep it or use it.

3. Reasons It Is Special:
o Explain why it is your favorite (sentimental value, utility, comfort).
o Share a memory or a story related to it.

4. Conclusion:




o End with a sentence about how you feel when you have or use this
possession (e.g., "l feel happy and safe when | hold my teddy bear.").
