From his early childhood, Majed wanted Majed to play or his father's club, AINassr. Majed played his
first game for the first team in 1976 and scored a goal. During 22 years at Al-Nassr, Majed scored more
323 goals for the team- the most goals by any player With Majed as a striker , Al-Nassr were very strong ,
and in 1981 they became the first team to win the double- both the national league and the King's
Cup. Majid played his first game for the Saudi National against the Portuguese team, Benfica in 1977
and he scored two goals .He for the Saudi national team until 1994.The national feam won the Asian
Cup in 1984, and 1988, and even qualified for the World Cup in 1984 with Majed as a captain. He was
called " The diamond of Arabia".
