Air pollution is made up of gases, dust, odors, particles, smoke, fumes, and other substances
which can be harmful to humans, animals, plants, and all living organisms. The air is
contaminated and unclean. Air pollution affects the Earth's atmosphere. The atmosphere of the
Earth is like a blanket of air which protects all living organisms. Without the atmosphere, life
would not exist. The atmosphere protects living things from the heat of the Sun during the day,
and at night. It prevents the warm air from escaping. Basically, the atmosphere helps keep the
living things on Earth from burning up or freezing.

It s difficult to avoid the pollution in the air since it is the source where people get the
oxygen to breathe and live. Pollution can travel with the wind from one place to another and
spread over a large number of miles.

Gasoline refineries also release
dangerous chemicals in the air called hydrocarbons. The second cause is the burning of fossil fuels
such as from cars, trucks, trains, airplanes.
