Since then, the charity has become a global organization and now has 5,000
registered medical and non-medical professional volunteers, deployed in many
countries.

Cleft lip and palate
affect around one in 500 babies. In Britain, infants are treated soon after birth;
however, just one in four receive medical assistance in the developing world.

Wanjiru’s surgeon, Ankur Pandya, undertook his first Operation Smile
mission a year ago and has completed three more since. His own successful battle
with cancer prompted him to help others unable to obtain medical assistance as
easily as he had. “I received a lot of medical care and support from friends and
colleagues in the medical community. Ever since, I’ve been committed to giving
